How Do We Show Christian Love?

� “Rebuke, exhort, with all long suffering!” 2 
Timothy 4:2

ignoring sin in the life of others is a virtue or 
a trait of long suffering patience, It is Not!

� Continue to rebuke, even when they are 
not listening!  Titus 2:11-15, “Let no one 
disregard you!”
